Sharon Johnston Campground Information

Sharon Johnston Park is home to a 56 site RV/campground park. We have both wooded and open areas available for campers. All our sites provide a site pad, picnic table, and trash receptacle. Rustic sites provide water and electric hookup (30amp and 50amp).  Modern sites provide water, electric, and septic hookup. The campground contains 2 bathhouses, 3 picnic shelters, plus all the amenities Sharon Johnston Park has to offer (additional fees may apply at facility).  Host is located at site #1 or in the Caretakers Cabin.  Our facility is for temporary guests and is NOT a permanent residency.  Violation of any rule is subject to evacuation by renter.
Rates: 
· Rustic sites - $25 per night not to exceed two weeks stay.  
· Full hook up sites are $35 per night; or $600 per month occupancy not to exceed 8 months in a Calendar year.  There will be an additional $50 monthly fee/$25 fee per two weeks for RVs/Campers with trailers or utility attachments (approved by host or administration).  This includes work trucks.  
· Fishing permits are $2.00 per day and may be purchased at host site.  Alabama fishing laws apply.  
· Refundable key deposit of $10.00 is required for entrance to bathhouses and gate #1. 
· Dump Station fee is $5. Anyone using the dump station must check in with the camp host at Camp spot #1 before using. 
Campground Rules: 
Only one authorized camping unit (RV, camper, etc) per site. Tent camping = 2 tent limit per site. Tents and campers must be on separate sites (no tent and camping unit on same site).  Specific, numbered sites are NOT guaranteed.  We will do our best to accommodate but cannot secure specific sites.

Guests 20 years and younger must be accompanied by a parent or legal guardian.  All guests over the age of 18 must sign the guest registry.

Park closes 30 minutes before Sunset. Keys to campground gate are available at host site. 
CHECKIN IS AFTER 2:00PM and CHECKOUT IS 12:00 p.m.

Campers are responsible for their lot and their guests. Please keep your lot clean and free of debris. Garbage should be placed in trash receptacle; tables should be kept on pads; and vehicles, power cords, and hoses should be kept off grass to allow for mowing. Keep lots easily accessible for maintenance/upkeep of lot by park personnel.

Quiet time is 10:00 p.m. – 7:00 a.m. daily. All visitors must exit campground by 10:00 p.m. No excessive traffic in and out of gates after gates have been closed and locked. When entering/exiting park after hours, it is the responsibility of campers to ensure gates are locked (includes exiting by your campground guests). Campers must remain on the Gate #1 side of the park after the park closes at sunset. 

Do not park on grass - two vehicle limit per pad. Do not park on road. DO NOT PARK IN EMPTY CAMP SPOTS Park speed limit is 10 mph
 
Off road vehicles, including but not limited to: four-wheelers, motorcycles, golf carts, are not allowed on park grounds. Bicycles must have reflective devices and must be operated in safe manner. Golf carts may be approved by camp host with handicap tag.

Cleaning of laundry, dishes, and/or fish will not be allowed in restrooms. 

Pets are not allowed in or around buildings. Pets must be on a leash no longer than 6 feet and under owner’s control. Clean up after pets.  Pets may not be a nuisance or cause a disturbance (barking) and/or cause injury to other patron(s).   

No alcoholic beverages are allowed at Sharon Johnston Park. This includes the campground. 

Small fires are allowed in fire ring only. Please do not leave fires unattended and extinguish properly. Do not put ashes in garbage container. No burning trash or cigarette butts in the fire rings.

Disorderly conduct, use of profane language, or intoxication will not be tolerated and are grounds for dismissal from campground. Any person(s) causing a nuisance will be asked to vacate park. 

Drainage of water, soap, or grease or any other waste product onto the ground or into anything other than an approved holding tank or dumping station is a violation of state law. 

Please limit number of items placed on site that gives the appearance of being a permanent residence. NO digging around site or alterations of any kind. Campers may not add or construct structures of any kind to the lot. This includes, but is not limited to: decks, porches, light poles, storage units, etc. Seasonal holiday decorations are not allowed.
